KG is an art festival which began in 2013, with the aim to expose and support
emerging photographers and curators. Coinciding with KYOTOGRAPHIE
International Photography Festival, KG+ serves as an international hub for
sharing information between photographers, curators and gallerists from around
the world. In its Sth year in 2017, a total of 4 programs were presented: Award,
Group Show, Special Exhibition, and Associated Program.

With the aim to internationally expose new talent from Kyoto, a call for participants
is made for those wishing to work on a global scale, and 24 exhibitions are selected
for the KG+ Award. Participatory programs open to the local community also take
place, so that culture can be appreciated in everyday environments. These many
expressive forms, which are presented in various parts of Kyoto city, will bring
together people and local communities, and give birth to new relationships and

discoveries.

After selecting the finalists, the selection committee, consisting of the KG+ Executive Committee and invited experts, chooses 1 exhibition for the Grand Prix. The
winner of the Grand Prix is granted an exhibit at the following year’s KYOTOGRAPHIE (2018) and receives a whole range of support for the exhibition.

For 2017, § exhibitions were chosen for the final selection: Tomomi Morita’s 2 Rivers, Mako Mizobuchi’s Fur_Feuer und Rauch, Yuju Chen’s War Song and Love
Song, Kenji Ushikubo’s Before Folklore, and Sophie Ebrard’s It’s Just Love. After careful consideration, Tomomi Morita, an artist based in Kyoto and Tokyo, was
awarded the Grand Prix.

KG-+ BOOKLET

Following from 2016, a booklet edited bilingually was created, introducing KG + Award artists’ work and concepts for the exhibitions. The booklet was made
available free of charge at all KG+ and KYOTOGRAPHIE venues. The booklet was also distributed to our media partners Singapore Contemporary (Singapore),
Asia Contemporary Art Show (Hong Kong), and Voies Off (Arles) as well as other major cultural arts institutions and international arts festivals in Japan and

abroad, which served as a tool to spread information across the world about KG+ Award artists.
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SOLO SHOW

Calls for application for solo exhibitions and exhibitions by artist units were made, and 12 groups were selected for the KG+ Solo Show by the KG+ Executive

Committee. KG+ Solo Show artists receive promotional support and have their exhibitions publicized in various formats including the website, flyers and map.

Because the Award artists’ exhibitions are concentrated in the first half of the KG+ festival, the Solo Show artists have their exhibits in the second half of the

festival, which includes the Golden Week consecutive holidays; the aim was to have high quality exhibitions running throughout the entire duration of the festival.

ASSOCIATED PROGRAM

As the programs for KG+ artists are limited to solo exhibitions, the Associated Program put its focus on introducing group exhibitions as well as organizing the
Photo Book Show, an exhibition and sale of participating KG + artists’ photo books and other photo books from Japan and abroad, usually unavailable in major
book stores. The exhibitions penetrated everyday spaces with the presentation of photographic culture, and included exhibits in shopping arcades and refurbished
machiya (traditional Kyoto townhouses) galleries. Also, cultural exchanges were encouraged through programs with international organizations and educational

institutions, including Yakushima Photography Festival and ESAG Penninghen.

Utilizing historical buildings no longer used for their original purposes, like the former Junpu Elementary School and former Shinpukan, these buildings became
central information points, with exhibitions, events, book fairs, and cafe spaces run by local businesses. During the second half of the festival, KG+ 2017 Award
Selection took place at the former Junpu Elementary School, showcasing a selection of 8 exhibitions which had ended in the first half of the festival, and focusing on
the KG+ Award finalists. Exhibitions which were not originally shown at the former Junpu Elementary School were offered spaces at the former school free of

charge, and were reconstructed to harmonize with the space, which made it possible for high quality contents to be shown throughout the duration of the festival.

MERCHANDISE

With the support of partnering enterprises KG+ had original merchandise produced for the first time, in the form of tenugui (Japanese towels) and tote bags.
Motifs of the “plus” sign in KG 1 were used for the tenugui, and the tote bags were designed with Kyoto’s checkerboard-like city plan in mind. Not only was there
